IGCSE Examination Results

Congratulations to all of our outgoing Year 11 who have done brilliantly in their IGCSE examinations. They all
made outstanding progress from their individual starting points and 91% of their IGCSE grades were A*-C and 34%
at grades A* or A. 89% of our students achieved at least 5A*-C with both English and mathematics. These results
are much higher than comparable results in the UK and the majority of other international schools. A special
mention for Jack who achieved 8 IGCSE passes including 4 grade A* and 3 grade A.

Sixth Form

We are delighted that the Sixth Form is now open and our cohort of students are between them studying on ten
different A Level courses. A Levels are the gold standard of post-16 education and universities around the world
recognise that they provide the best pathway and preparation to study at university. Our current students are
already planning to study in universities in the UK, USA and Korea as well as Thailand and they will be supported in
this by our dedicated Universities and Careers Counsellor, Ms. Nantana. The sixth form students have their own
Sixth Form Centre consisting of a Study Room where students have their own desk and work space and can work
in silence as well as a Collaborative Work Room where students can discuss work whilst having a hot drink! The
Careers Room is also with in the Sixth Form Centre and students are encouraged to pop in and talk with Ms.
Nantana regularly as their career and university plans develop.
