Primary

In English, Year 1 and Year 2 worked together to share ideas about how a character from a book
might feel when something happened. They were able to generate a good list of words, e.g.
afraid, shocked and horrified. This work will be used to help them write their end of unit work

on their focus text, Tiddler. In IPC, the Year 3 students have investigated the difference
between a fixed and a growth mindset. They understand that thinking positively about the
challenges they face and the mistakes they make will reduce their anxieties about learning. They
understand they can achieve this by thriving on feedback, persevering with their learning and
being inspired by the success of others. This week Year 4 finished their first IPC topic: Brainwave.
We now know what our brains need to achieve our best as well as what works best for us
individually. | have already seen a difference with students challenging themselves in lessons and
persevering with tasks they find hard to do! Congratulations to Justin and Bell for being elected
as Year 5's Student Council representatives. They are both extremely excited and enthused about
their roles. In PSHE the children worked as a team to pass a ball without dropping using only
their feet. Establishing trust and communication was key. In IPC, groups orally presented on the
brain's cerebrum and cerebellum as part of our 'Brainwaves' unit. As for mathematics, Year 5
have been looking at parallel and perpendicular features of 3D shapes. Meanwhile in English, the
children worked hard on their crocodile information poster in relation to the class novel,
'Krindlekrax'. In Year 6, after last week's teaching and learning sessions from students, the
students analysed three different learning styles: visual, auditory, and kinaesthetic. They took a
quiz to discover each of their dominant learning styles. It was interesting to discover that the
students learn in their own unique way. After that, we took a closer look at the large heavy organ
in our heads that is made up of about 100 billion neurons - the brain!
