We are very pleased to have two major careers events for many of our secondary students during the
last week of this half term. On Tuesday 6 October our students from Year 10 to Year 12 will visit
Bangkok University where they will be given a tour of the facilities and have the opportunity to find
out about teaching processes in different subjects and student life. On Thursday 8 October we are
very fortunate that Professor Soraj from Chulalongkorn University will be coming to share his
perspective on university study with our students from Year 9 to Year 12. In both cases the intention
is to inspire students to higher education in general, not just these universities. International university courses require the completion of A
Levels in Year 13 (or equivalent) and the Thai government now expects the same standard in Thai universities. We have been contacted by a
number of universities who are keen to offer scholarships to students who complete Year 13 with high A Level grades. One of our current Year
12 students, with Ms. Nan our University Counsellor, recently attended a live webinar
with Professor David Wilson from the University of Southampton in the UK regarding
the study of medicine. They received advice on knowing what to look out for when
choosing a UK Medical School and what to expect from BM5 Medicine programmes in
the UK. The admissions and selection process for applicants was discussed, and some
first hand insights from a person making entry decisions for the course, provided as to
what makes a competitive applicant. The student learnt that all UK medical schools
are of a very high standard and also have extremely high entry requirements!
