Week was on December 7-13. St. Stephen's organised an Hour ..

of Code event with students in computing lessons throughout

the week. This is the first time that Kindergarten year joined the

event. They explored and learns the basics of code as they use 5

blocks to program a monkey's journey through the world. &

They joined a monkey on a mission to collect bananas and

unlock treasure chests. Years 1 and 2 used a block sequence,

students program the monkey to catch bananas. They learnt computational thinking and basic coding
concepts such as sequencing, loops, and logic to complete 12 level challenges without noticing it. Years 3
and 4 identified key computer science vocabulary by making connections between computer science
concepts and the real world. Students learnt how to give a computer a command using blocks from the
toolbox to move Moana and Maui using sequences, loops and conditionals. Year 5 learnt to program drones and a high tech sleigh with coding magic to
capture presents and navigate down the mountain to return Christmas to Whoville. Year 6

was introduced to text-based programming, they program the dodo to get to the egg by

using real coding. Students practise measuring distances, adding, multiplying and more.

completed are just beautiful. Year 3 students have started their new topic 'Gateways to the
World' focusing this week on Antarctica. They have found out about Emperor penguins
linking to their reading of 'The Emperor's Egg' in English, and the life of the explorer Ernest
Shackleton in History. Year 4 has had an amazing first week back, every child has been in
school and trying their best! Even the weather has helped play a part to launch their new
text about Sir Shackleton's exploration of Antarctica leading to lots of diary entries about
numb feet and frozen fingers!! Alongside the start of the term, comes the start of a new
IPC topic : Gateways to the World - A focus study on airports, air travel and the current
effects on the industry due to of Covid-19. Year 5 class has commenced a new IPC topic
titled, The Holiday Show. Their entry point saw the students work in pairs to create and
present a travel site on their chosen city. In mathematics the class used protractors to
measure angles and in English, students looked at using sentence starters to give additional
information when writing a report. Year 6 had their entry point for their new IPC topic,
'The Holiday Show'. Students created a city travel guide for a tourist destination and then
delivered a presentation to the class. Some of the exciting and vibrant cities researched
included Moscow, Tokyo, and Vancouver, which has inspired us for our upcoming unit
about global tourism.

! Year 5 collaborated with Year 6 students to carry
out experiments in order to determine bacteria
growth on various surfaces around the school
along with a mouldy bread test. The experiment
consolidated a lot of information from their IPC
unit, topics such as the seven life processes and
the life cycle.

Key Stage 4 and Key Stage 5 Residential Trip

The senior students from Key Stages 4 and 5

went on a joint science and geography
residential field trip to Sub Langka nature reserve in the last week of term. They developed field work skills for geography and biology, recorded
forces and conducted energy transfer experiments for physics at the Kuttaphet reservoir and dam. This gave them an opportunity to evaluate
the benefits and practical limitations of various renewable energy technologies. Following this they were taken on a tractor ride and forest walk
by the wardens at the reserve and learned about the elephant reintroduction programme and conservation challenges. The wardens also
showed them examples of plants with therapeutic properties. For safety reasons they did not go into the elephants’ territory, but did see deer,
peacocks and a variety of other avian species. The students were fully engaged in all activities including cooking their own evening meal and
breakfast, and even washing and packing up! It was a very enjoyable end to a long term and a memorable goodbye and thank you to Nurse Toy
who joined the trip.
