together during reading time! This week Year 1 and Year 2 have continued learning the story of The
Three Little Pigs. Everyone is getting really good at using their Talk for Writing actions to help them learn the words. Year 1 have been using
speech bubbles to show what the characters say, and Year 2 are starting to learn how to use speech marks in their writing. Well done to
everyone for their effort. In IPC, the Year 3 students have continued 'How human's work' investigating teeth. They have identified the different
types of teeth in humans and their simple functions by learning about different types of teeth. They have also identified differences, similarities
or changes related to scientific ideas and processes by comparing human and animal teeth. Year 5 enjoyed combining their mathematics,
computing and geography skills this week to complete a project on a design program called Tinkercad. They designed their own town and
completed a coordinates mapping quiz. In mathematics, the class refined their mental multiplying and dividing skills and in English, explored
descriptive language from the story, One Chance. For the IPC topic 'Moving People', Year 6 have been learning about ancient civilisations and
how migration was a factor in the spread of culture to new places. They also learned that not all migration is voluntary, but sometimes it is
enforced, as was the case in the African slave trade. Students conducted research and

made very interesting presentations to the class.

On Saturday 3 April 2021, St Stephen’s International School Khao Yai sent two teams

to St. Andrew’s Bangkok to compete in a robotics tournament for the national
championships of Thailand. The winning team goes on to compete at the VEX IQ
World Competition. A few months earlier, our two teams were very successful in the
scrimmage taking both first and second places. This is the second year VEX IQ has
taken place in Thailand and as a result many schools are developing strong and
enthusiastic teams who are taking part year after year. One of our teams did very well
to improve their robot, by designing and building one that could triple stack the game
pieces, which means it had the capability to achieve a high score. The lesson they
learned is that the robot is only part of the team; the drivers need a lot of practice to
control the robot confidently in game situations under pressure. Our other team had
