been challenging
themselves using
manipulatives to
visualise mathematical
problems. Year 3 have continued their topic on cocoa this week, and have started to
learn about fair trade and the importance of paying people fairly for the work
they do. They have been reading their text on Egg Box Dragon, and have drawn
beautiful illustrations and written very in depth descriptions to go with their work.
Year 4 students continued the topic 'Chocolate'. They investigated the history of
chocolate, focusing on both the ancient Mayan and Aztec civilisations, researching
their love of cocoa beans to create drinking chocolate. Year 5 are working hard
learning figurative language to help improve their writing and also to use when they
write their own poems in a few weeks. This week they have looked at similes,
metaphors, alliteration and onomatopoeia. They linked their learning in English with
their artist study on Roy Lichtenstein. They’re not finished yet but they are going to
look amazing! The Year 6 class have been learning about the skeletal system.
Students examined models, labelled a life-size skeleton, and analysed x-rays. Together, they compiled a research presentation about the skeletal
system which will be used as a model project for their independent presentation about their system of the body.
