Primary

Year 1 and 2 have been working hard learning about sharing. They have looked at many
ways of showing how they could share objects and then writing what they have done in a
number sentence. They have also been reading their books that they have made to their
friends. Year 3 are revisiting 2D shapes but using their own devices to research properties
of the shapes, and consolidate previous learning. In English students have designed a
newspaper front page to report why Egg Box Dragon is famous. Year 3 look forward to

sharing their finished work with you all next week. In IPC, the Year 4 students have
continued the topic 'Chocolate’. They have investigated the history of chocolate,

focusing on the lives of ancient Mayans and examining their religion and beliefs. They have
also created careful observations and drawings of Mayan artefacts. Year 5 have been
working hard to put their learning of figurative language into a variety of poetry types
including Haiku, Tanka, Cinquains and Kennings. The students have enjoyed working out
the numbers of syllables and gaining confidence with their language skills. They have
produced a number of excellent examples and will be working to publish a small poetry
book each next week. Year 6 students have been putting together an interactive
presentation based on their chosen system of the body. The students are working hard to
incorporate models, research notes, diagrams, analogies and fun fact cards in order to
engage and captivate their audience for their final presentation.
