School Library—Book Collection and Book Swap Service

Students are able to select books that they would like to physically borrow from school, without having to go into the library. All of the school books are
catalogued on our ‘Destiny’ library system. Instructions on using the ‘Destiny’ library system, including username and password have been sent to the email
accounts of all students. Destiny Quest enables students to find and reserve the book(s) that they would like. Students access ‘Destiny’ by following the https://
sisedu.follettdestiny.com link. Parents and students look at the online catalogue for Destiny and choose books they would like to borrow by clicking “HOLD IT” at
the cover. The librarian checks out the books and assembles a plastic bag with the book selections, labelling it for the family who can pick them up after 72 hours.
This is the period deemed to be safe from the virus for further contact with the books after the librarian has handled them. Parents may drive up to the school and
pick up their pack at School Reception. All visiting parents must wear face masks when they come into school. Any parents who wish to return books may place
them in the collection box in Reception at this time. The box would be set aside for 72 hours before any books in it are handled.
