Construction of Phase A of the STEAMER Centre is now
complete and bar setting up the computers, which have
been delayed at source because of Covid-19, everything | |
is ready for the students to move in! Phase A of the g
STEAMER Centre includes the main student workshop, a
teaching room and a specialist ICT suite with CAD
software. This is a large superb space for the students to learn design technology. The workshop is equipped with a wide range of
traditional hand tools. There are a range of machine tools such as pillar drills, jigsaws, a band saw and belt sanders. The workshop is also
fitted with a vacuum former, vinyl cutter, line bender, and 3D printer. Next term a laser cutter will also be added. Students will be able to
design items in the computer suite and they can be either cut out from or engraved onto materials in the laser cutter or constructed using
the 3D printer. These facilities will support the learning of design technology in Key Stage 3, IGCSE and AS and A Level courses. Phase B will
include construction of a robotics laboratory, an electronics laboratory, a textiles room, a technician and store room and an additional
classroom. We have already invested in a number of robotics kits this year and are
looking forward to receiving a further four VEX 1Q robot kits, which will be being
used in the primary school next year to support both the IPC and computing
curricula. Some pictures of the new facilities are above —we look forward to
showing you around.

Primary

This week the Kindergarten and Reception children read 'The Best Dress Ever'. They
have been choosing clothes for different weathers and activities and designing their
own clothes. The Reception children have also been learning how to halve a shape
and number. Year 1 and Year 2 have been comparing St. Stephen's International

School here in Thailand, to a school in England. The children have looked at the
differences in the buildings, the playgrounds, and the area around them. They really
appreciate how lucky they are to have such beautiful grounds and nature to use as
part of the amazing learning environment here at St. Stephens. Year 3 students
have used the forces of gravity and air resistance by competing in a 'Parachute Egg-
Drop' challenge; and investigated friction using toy cars on different surfaces at
home. Year 4 have investigated electrical circuits in IPC this week. They compared
complete circuits to incomplete ones, and tried some online practice tasks to power
up light bulbs. In mathematics, the focus was on multiplying mentally along with
estimating and using the columnar method. In English the children brainstormed
ideas on various topics, noting the differences between explaining 'how' to 'why'
when writing explanation texts. For example: Why it's important to be healthy
versus How to be healthy. Year 5 created outdoor works of art by gathering natural
materials and applying techniques they had learned from UK artist Andy
Goldsworthy. The students photographed their amazingly creative and beautiful
masterpieces and will write a blog post about the process and techniques they
applied. This week Year 6 have started to learn all about geometry in maths and

School Library—Book Collection and Book Swap Service

Students are able to select books that they would like to physically borrow from school, without having to go into the library. All
of the school books are catalogued on our ‘Destiny’ library system. Instructions on using the ‘Destiny’ library system, including
username and password have been sent to the email accounts of all students. Destiny Quest enables students to find and
reserve the book(s) that they would like. Students access ‘Destiny’ by following the https://sisedu.follettdestiny.com link. Parents
and students look at the online catalogue for Destiny and choose books they would like to borrow by clicking “HOLD IT” at the
cover. The librarian checks out the books and assembles a plastic bag with the book selections, labelling it for the family who can
pick them up after 72 hours. This is the period deemed to be safe from the virus for further contact with the books after the
librarian has handled them. Parents may drive up to the school and pick up their pack at School Reception. All visiting parents
must wear face masks when they come into school. Any parents who wish to return books may place them in the collection box
in Reception at this time.
