There continues to be
good news regarding the reduction of Covid-19 transmission in Thailand with very low numbers of
new cases. We are expecting an announcement by the Thai cabinet on Tuesday regarding an opening
on Monday 1 June. It is likely that anyone who is out of province in a high risk area such as Bangkok
will need to self-quarantine for fourteen days before coming back to school. If we open we will be
required to survey all members of the school community. Only children of families who meet the
criteria will be able to come into school—this will be to avoid infection of the anyone else in the
school community.
