The Digital Citizenship Week 2019 takes place between 14 October to 18 October. This gives

students space to voice their perspectives on topics important to them with digital citizenship
video discussion activities for all ages.

Students will record a 1-minute short
video discussing a given topic. Year 7 will learn about what type of information it is or isn't okay
to share online.
